The natural lighting opens up the room and allows for creativity and productivity. This room is equipped for a full

audio-visual experience as well as wireless capabilities.

490 square feet accommodates receptions up to 40 guests, and
meetings and banquets for 30. This room combines a traditional tin
ceiling with modern lighting, providing accommodations ideal for both
meetings and events. The hand-painted windows by former resident

artist, Ernest Martinez, add character and charm.

2,745 square feet accommodates receptions for 200 or seated meals for
120. The Mezzanine, located adjacent to the Lumpkins Ballroom, provides
a beautiful space for registration, coffee breaks, continental breakfasts,
pre-banquet receptions, pre-function space and poster sessions. The
skylights provide natural lighting, enhancing the space and showcasing
the murals painted by Vladan Stiha. The wrought iron sconces and hand-
